We note that many commercial 
“local” stations deliver their content almost entirely from London 
or home-based studios, so we expect at least a level playing-field in 
this area.

However, we feel that Ofcom’s insistence of a physical studio 
within the coverage area is a quaint 20th century requirement that 
should be eliminated or moderated because: 

1. From what we understand, stations with commercial li-
cences are not mandated with this requirement.   

2. Furthermore, with the march of modern broadcasting 
technologies, it is arguable that stations could *better* 
serve their communities without the expensive encumber-
ance of a studio because it is possible to deliver quality 
broadcasts from something as simple as a laptop and a 
USB microphone.  We know this from experience of deliv-
ering numerous outside broadcasts in our area. 

3. Sometimes stations are evicted from studio premises due 
to no fault of their own.  It is not easy finding new and af-
fordable studio premises, so pressure of sanctions from 
Ofcom during such a situation is undesirable for any volun-
tary organisation.
