guidance. In its original application, the applicant 
provided more than 50 local entities who they 
promised to offer the carriage, where are they 
now? The applicant betrayed the Ofcom by provid-
ing the false information to gain the preference on 
other applicants, to get the license. All these efforts 
by the licensee, are a valid proof that the licensee is 
in serious breach to all its original commitments 
with Ofcom.
