We propose three sites on an SFN to cover: Bradford City, Idle, Shipley, Saltaire,
Baildon areas, which gives comprehensive coverage of the main population within
the OFCOM defined polygon.

Our main TX site at Idle has an antenna pattern to protect proposed co-channel
SSDAB services in Scunthorpe and Ripon. We have two low powered infill
transmitters to enhance coverage in areas not adequately covered by Idle.

Our “overspill” coverage into populated areas outside of the prescribed OFCOM
polygon will be minimal.

Our 38dB co-channel overspill is also minimised though it should be noted there
are some remote “hotspots” on very high and uninhabited peaks due to the very
hilly nature of the local geography.

Please note that practical site surveys, research and on site negotiations have
been severely hampered by local tier 3 and corona virus lockdown during the
application process.

Financial and business plan

1. We propose to establish the service for the benefit of the local community in
Bradford. The local demographics include number of communities but prominently
the main ethnic community represents Asian population in and around central
wards. This community does not currently have a service dedicated to them on
DAB band. As well as the Asian community we propose to serve English and
number pf other smaller ethnic minorities communities as well as interest groups
seeking equality in the area. We have spoken to several community organisations
who have expressed their interest in starting up a service for their respected
communities. Copies of their letters of intent, prospective service provider’s details
are included in part B. The multiplex service will be established using funds that
will be given by Bradford Asian Radio Ltd as interest-free loan. The bank statement
of the company is attached as evidence. Further funds can be injected by the
directors, if required.

2. The costs of setting up the multiplex will be met using the funds as above and
running costs will be met from the income received from individual services
purchasing channels on the multiplex as well as written confirmation from one of
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the largest business empire in the city who has confirmed in writing that they will
cover any shortfalls as well as set up costs, the owner of these group of
companies, Sekhon Group of companies, is also our director and full participant of
this application . Furthermore, we currently have 25 confirmed letters of intent to
broadcast.

Financial viability of existing and future localised community-based services has
been a major concern all around, many future and past providers and quality of
their provision to communities have significantly suffered due to financial strains.
We are already liaising with specialists on this and our plans also involve setting up
an independent non-profit city-wide, even potentially national, advice and support
body who will assist in improving capabilities, training, advice and assistance with
fundraising from various sources so that this huge pressure is sourced out to a
specialist company/organisation that will take care of brunt of the financial
pressure and only ask for local data and facts etc from the local service. It will also
enable local service providers or stations to part take in national campaigns etc and
finding comprehensive solution to some of the most pressing and common
challenges.

We are a locally based, run and managed applicant. We have lived and worked in
our target communities for decades. Collectively our expertise within the
communities is second to none. Our own and all our partners core interest is our
local community and their needs. We are not parachuting from another location
nor we are commercial venture whose owners or real movers and shakers live on
the other side of the world and only know about the city what their highly paid
consultants tell them. We went as far as making sure that our financial supporters
and most powerful allies/businesses and movers and shakers are locally based, as
you can see that one of our key directors if a local business person who has given a
full assurance to financially and otherwise support us as part of his social
responsibility towards all local communities and not as a business venture; who
have local interest at their heart. Propose is not to talk the rhetoric or make an
impressive case on paper but instead knowing what is really needed locally through
engaging with various or diverse social and economic strata’s of the city or from
within target area.

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5. Fair and effective competition

1. We, with large number of local media partners on board and widespread support within the
community, wish to apply for a small-scale DAB multiplex to meet the demonstrable
demand for the community radio as well as smaller commercial radio stations and even
some potential new extremely localised and community based entrants to join our multiplex
on an affordable digital radio pathways to enable them to serve or communicate with their
specific community of interests and significantly help them to enable them to carry out
positive social change within some extremely marginalised communities is something that is
desperately needed within this city. We think it is a golden opportunity to create a small-
scale radio multiplex that is of the people, by the people and for the people. Core idea is to
make sure it does not become a purely commercial agenda or same provider setting up
service all over but we will make sure that various services are genuinely rooted in the local
communities.

2. We first made our intent to apply public as soon as we found out about Ofcom awarding
these licences in the near future. We started connecting almost all the local radio stations to
inform them of our intent. One of the larger commercial local radio stations expressed their
interest in applying for the licence themselves and did not entertain us but our approach to
about 25 other radio stations was very fruitful. Some formally came on board, some
expressed their intent to come on board after the licence is granted and others expressed
provisional interest in the projects; however, vast majority are on board.

3. All the partners and we can confirm that our key objective has been and through this
multiplex will be the provision of ‘social gain’. The organisation and communities involved
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and key partners will be making sure that they are part of our core structure of
accountability plans who will be representing all the target communities. Direct community
participation, training, development and engagement in the service will be part of our core
objectives. Community development, participation, training and education will be our key
focus, as supposed to established way of commercial motivated programming.

4. As alocal company that is deep rooted within the local community, we have been supported
and backed by huge amount of contacts within the media, prominent local political and
business communities. Due to this footwork we have identified number of new entrants and
together we will be encouraging large number of new entrants into this field, who will serve
their very localised interests and community-based station; we aim to deliver a service
where no community feels left out from mainstream media.

5. Asfar as operational side is concerned, we have provisionally agreed that all service
providers will enter into service provider carriage agreement. Most of the terms and
conditions will be industry standard and identical to all Service Providers. Fees will be based
on our price list which will be based on capacity usage and it will be industry standard and it
has been kept extremely reasonable, in some cases even free for certain types of
organisation, as highlighted on this form. We have also decided that, at our discretion we
may offer a discounted rate or | some cases even zero rate to Service Providers who are a
local registered charities, hospitals and care homes etc.

6. On atechnical side, we will make sure high standard are upheld through entering into
separate Industry standard technical service level agreement with each provider.

7. As any publicly and widely supported as well as monitored organisation ought to do, we will
make sure we are transparent and we will act in an open and transparent manner and it is
part of our comprehensive company policy. Part of this transparency starts now where
instead of working through shadows while running our own stations, at an outset, we would
like to confirm that some of our directors might be directly or indirectly involved within local
media or a radio station but we will make sure that every step is taken to make sure no
conflict of interest takes place; we are doing this by keeping the two areas as engineering
and technical facilitators and any involvement with provision of content totally separate and
transparent; all our contracts/agreements with other providers will take care of this too. We
will also strictly monitor and restrict number of stations run by us to maximum of two in any
given location. In short we will take every single step and adopt policies that will ensure that
all the processes around access to multiplex are fully transparent and equitable.

8. We feel this small-scale DAB licenses have been designed for exactly people like us with
large number of our local partners who will be best suited to take this agenda forward, as
team of people with one of the organisation leading. Sadly, being an AM station that lacked
crisp clear sound quality previously, there are consequential setbacks when one is so grass
root and running on such humble and basic sound frequency whereby people often
complaint about the clarity and sound quality of the broadcasts, which can be frustrating for
communities we serve and local grass root people who volunteer or train with us. Our
history of communication with Ofcom will show that we have persistently requested the
sound quality to be made better so that a community-based venture can stand on equal
footings, or at least sound quality wise, with powerful local commercial interests, in other
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words we do all the hard work to train and someone commercial gains instead of the
communities. Second and more significant consequence is brain drain from community base
stations to self-serving commercial interest base companies and establishments; vast
majority of quality presenter from grass root communities whom we train and who love to
serve communities end up working for commercial establishment as they wish to be able to
communicate through higher sound quality medium or gain more publicity.

In voicing concern, i.e. requesting that grass root communities ought to given key role to
lead on this and be made capable of delivering higher quality broadcast through better
quality digital means, we are not alone because many communities of interests and
mainstream community agrees with our future plans to make local digital radio more for the
people, by the people and of the people. Consequently, we have a very widespread support
from within the communities and from the media industry. For example, we have 25 media
organisation already committed, 11 are Bradford based radio stations, and further 14 from
surrounding areas. Some key local business leaders and some other movers and shakers are
also fully supportive. For example, as part of their social and community responsibility and
community service one of the largest business empire in the city is fully committed, so much
so that their overall owner is one of our directors and he has given a formal financial
undertaking to cover any future financial challenges we might face. This support is merely a
tip of an iceberg of the level of support we have locally, because due to Covid lockdowns
and office closures etc we have not been able to fully engage to all our stakeholders and
future partners. Not only that but number of local communities organisations, charities and
MP’s are fully on board, for example 20 local charities have fully agreed to support and work
with us with our future plans on board. All of these are fully support our application. In
many cases even some commercial ventures/station wish to be part of our ongoing struggle
to make our media, particularly radio, serve all our local communities without exception and
without self-serving commercial interests.
