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Financial and Business Plan for MAC MULTIPLEX BRADFORD

This document covers and explains detailed explanations on how Mac Multiplex Bradford
considers it will be able to establish its proposed service. Explanation of the costs required
to establish the multiplex service, and how these costs will be met are set out below:

We estimate it will cost £11,000 to install the transmitter, and £4,000 to purchase the
spares required to ensure we can maintain the service.

We intend to lease the DAB/DAB+ encoders and Multiplexer from an on-line cloud based
service —this has no capital costs and a monthly fee of £400 per month.

We estimate the monthly costs of running the multiplexer, transmitter and internet
connections to the transmitter will be £900 per month.

At start up — we have 7 radio stations who have signed agreements to be present on our
multiplex. Based on these figures — we can cover our costs if each DSP and C-DSP
contributes approx £2,500 per annum to the costs of running the multiplex.

The Gannt chart for the build of the network is shown in section 3.30 below.

MAC MULTIPLEX have secured grants and donations to the value of £40,000.00

MAC MULTIPLEX BRADFORD will run as a network with open door policy and will well
come any radio stations with the relevant services that will show interest to be on
multiplex. This will be subject to Ofcom Rules and Regulations and we will ensure that any
stations that are interested are fit and proper to run these services on the multiplex. MAC
Multiplex have set out the costs fairly so that it is reasonable for the service providers
however there will be small portion of profits that will come from the multiplex.

The staffing structure is designed in such a way that meets the requirements of Ofcom
Broadcasting Licence Conditions and the station has ensured that funding is available to

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cover these costs as well as daily running of the Multiplex.

The table below shows our intended multiplexer configuration.
We have reserved space for 7 Sheffield C-DSPs as required.

Our intention is to have five services broadcasting in DAB at launch, and the remaining
services broadcasting in DAB+. This approach means that we can guarantee that all
listeners in the licence area will be able to receive local services on our multiplex - even if
they have older radios that cannot receive DAB+

In addition we are reserving 8 kbit/sec of data for an DAB SPI channel — which will carry
station logos and limited service information. This will enhance the display of our radio
services on receivers capable of displaying pictures — such as car radios.
