The Blackburn, Burnley & Darwen polygon is a large area that requires a robust
transmitter network. Synergy DAB has worked on a coverage plan that provides good
quality indoor coverage to much of the area, and excellent in-car coverage.

We have selected a network of five transmitters to transmit our multiplex.

e Dyneley Farm
e Haslingden
e Huntroyde
e Old Road

In deciding the transmitters to be used we have considered a number of factors such
providing good quality indoor reception to as much of Blackburn, Burnley and Darwen as
possible.

In addition to providing coverage to as much of the polygon as possible, our network has
been planned to keep overspill to a minimum outside of the licenced area and to help
mitigate any negative effects from ACI to other DAB multiplexes in the area and to other
co-channel multiplex polygons.

Overspill is mainly confined to unpopulated areas of high ground.
