Oldham and Rochdale are large, mainly industrial towns in Greater Manchester at the 

edge of the south Pennines. Whilst they are relatively close to the city of Manchester, 

they are the cornerstones of two fiercely independent metropolitan 

boroughs. Populations are large, rivalling those of many small cities; Oldham – 

233,000 and Rochdale – 220,000.  

Geographically, this is one of the most geographically diverse conurbations in England. 

The topography is famous for presenting challenges when it comes to broadcast 

coverage. Lying in the south-western foothills of the Pennines, the towns nestle in a 

natural amphitheatre created by hills to the east and the lower-lying suburbs of the 

city to the south and west. Further difficulties are presented by the abundance of 

valleys and steep hills east of Littleborough, Newhey, Shaw and Mossley out towards 

the sparsely populated communities of Delph, Diggle and Uppermill. 

Conversely, the southern quartile of the polygon is densely populated by virtue of the 

cluster of large towns in Tameside borough, including Hyde, Ashton, Droylsden and 

Stalybridge, totalling in excess of 100,000 people.  

Our proposition is founded on three principles: 

1. Delivery of a reliable, consistent and high-quality DAB service to as much of 

the indoor population of Oldham and Rochdale (within Ofcom’s defined 

Polygon area) as possible; 

2. Working to the original DCMS/Ofcom objective to make DAB affordable for 

community radio, small independent commercial stations and start-up 

services. 

3. Achieving the above within a sustainable, long-term business plan. 

The undulating landscape and, in particular, the high elevation of both Oldham and 

Rochdale (213 and 137 meters respectively) works to our advantage by way of 

providing excellent locations for transmission. We are proposing a three-site SFN to 

deliver a robust DAB service across the key population centres within the polygon.  We 

were also keen to ensure that the south of the polygon (parts of the borough of 

Tameside) will also be able to receive a reliable service, and propose a third site in 

Ashton to ensure robust coverage. The network covers a substantial 69.9% of the 

polygon at 63dBuV/m. 
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There is some overspill to the south of Tameside, and towards the city 

centre.  However, the population estimate remains within Ofcom's 30% limit. 

Coverage in the villages of Saddleworth, to the east of Oldham is likely to be 

patchy. However, our intention is to add a fourth transmitter location to cover these 

communities when it is financially prudent to do so.

To achieve this, 

the capital investment we are making has been carefully weighed to provide sufficient funds 

to meet the needs of establishing the platform and to ensure carriage fees are attractive 

and sustainable for service providers over the longer term. This principle has guided the 

number and choice of transmission sites – to keep both the capital and operational cost of 

transmission to a minimum.  

The main capital investment is in the choice of multiplexing & transmission equipment. We 

have provisionally selected Viamux to provide the professional services (project 

management, site surveys, network design, configuration, installation and training) and the 

multiplexing/transmission equipment.  

Operating Costs - £25,000 (per annum) 

Transmission 

The costs associated with transmission (rental, rates, electrical power consumption, internet 

provision) are the single most important ongoing operating expenditure for a multiplex 

company. Our selection of transmission sites is a cost-effective choice that balances 

delivering the largest audience whilst ensuring carriage fees remain attractive to service 

providers.  

Technical Support & Maintenance 

Ongoing technical support for maintaining the multiplex and transmission equipment will be 

provided by Viamux (by way of an annual support & maintenance contract).  

Small-Scale DAB Management Software  

We will also subscribe to Optimux - or similar - a low-cost cloud-based control panel that 

simplifies the management and monitoring of a small-scale DAB networks. For a low-cost 

monthly fee, Optimux will allow us to implement cloud encoding - making it quick, easy and 

cheap to add new services to a multiplex. It can also provide us with invoicing and direct 

debit collection to streamline the payment of carriage fees. Optimux will also monitor the 

multiplex and immediately alert us to any issues and notify service providers regarding their 

audio.  
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Administration 

The usual administration costs with operating a business of this size are included (insurance, 

legal and accountancy services) as is the annual Ofcom licence fee. 

VAT 

We expect for turnover to remain below the VAT registration threshold which will mean all 

carriage fees will be free from VAT.  We expect many service providers will not be VAT 

registered and that an uplift of 20% would be a very real additional cost to them and a 

possible impediment to them participating in small-scale DAB.  

Funding  

The company will be funded through a combination of equity and primarily a shareholder 

working capital loan. Credible Focus Limited will establish a successful multiplex operation 

by providing existing community and commercial broadcasters as well as new entrants with 

a reliable digital broadcast platform on both affordable and flexible terms.
