A small-scale radio
multiplex service is the means by which DAB digital radio stations (‘digital sound
programme services’) are broadcast, and can transmit around ten stereo digital sound
programme services (or a significantly higher number if the DAB+ standard is utilised). The
application form is divided into two parts — Part A (which we will publish on our website)
and Part B (which will be kept confidential). This document constitutes Part A; Part B of the
application form is available here.

Small-scale radio multiplex licences are awarded by Ofcom in a competitive process.
Applications are judged against specified criteria, and Ofcom awards the licence to the
applicant which it considers best meets the criteria.

Within the polygon area: We have tried every possible height, power level, different sites
including a Cellnex one | have full permission to use but at 240m antenna height that
would exceed the 38db protection levels into all areas even at 70w erp so the site we
have chosen is at 150.2m ground level, 10m antenna height with 150w erp to make sure
the polygon and populated areas are mostly covered by the green 63db map below,
terrain shielding from Rrivington, Parbold/Skelmersdale hills including winter hill and
towards blackburn are helping out a lot here for the protection levels into other areas at
38db with 150w erp used

Outside the polygon area: Due to the terrain around Parbold it does not protect towards
Ormskirk area or Southport at all and if we drop power down to 100w erp we start to miss
out a lot of Chorley and parts of Preston have holes all over, Kirkham is missed completely
hence the 150w erp needed from that site any lower and Chorley and Preston start to lose
signal strength.

We have opted for one transmitter site in order to keep the costs down and realistic. The
signal from this site almost fits the complete polygon apart from small areas in the north
of Preston and south of Garstang.

We have been active on social media platforms and had some online coverage published in the UK’s
radio news website Radio Today.

Our initial course of action was to invite local community stations (within the Preston Polygon area)
Radio Leyland (Leyland Community Radio - CR102151BA/2) and Beat 103 (Preston Community Radio
— CR0O00158BA/4) and ask around within the polygon, inspire youth zone Chorley has expressed
they would like to broadcast someday but their current funding method will not allow that and they
will get back to me if any changes happen, with 6 reserved community slots and only 2 FM
community stations within the polygon we will carry on the search for service providers that would
be interested in starting C-DSP stations.

Beat103 - We have had several positive verbal discussions with Beat103 (Preston Community Radio)

about joining us a service provider should Legacy Digital be awarded the licence for the SSDAB
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Multiplex. Understandably as Beat103 is a partner in another Bid for the Preston ssDAB Multiplex,
Beat103 has declined to sign any agreement or express an official interest. However, we appreciate
the complexity of this and would welcome Beat 103 as a service provider and even as a potential
shareholder if Legacy Digital were to be awarded the licence.

We have communicated with about 35 potential radio service providers of whom 17 have
expressed an interest and 13 have signed heads of agreements.
