1. Overview

The purpose of this form

1.1 You should complete this form if you are applying for a licence to provide a small-scale radio
multiplex service (a ‘small-scale radio multiplex licence’). A small-scale radio multiplex
service is the means by which DAB digital radio stations (‘digital sound programme
services’) are broadcast, and can transmit around ten stereo digital sound programme
services (or a significantly higher number if the DAB+ standard is utilised). The application
form is divided into two parts — Part A (which we will publish on our website) and Part B
(which will be kept confidential). This document constitutes Part A; Part B of the
application form is available here.

1.2 Small-scale radio multiplex licences are awarded by Ofcom in a competitive process.
Applications are judged against specified criteria, and Ofcom awards the licence to the
applicant which it considers best meets the criteria.

How to complete the form

1.3 There are detailed instructions on how to complete this form, and information on the next
steps in the application process, in our guidance notes for licence applicants and licensees.
Please read this guidance and the frequently asked questions carefully before completing
this form.

1.4 If you still have a query having read the guidance and FAQ, you can contact Ofcom’s

provide advice or pre-approve applications, but can answer general questions.

Our brief is a simple one — to cover as much of the Stockport Polygon as practically
possible, consistent with Ofcom’s guidance on the polygon. We have achieved this
through a two transmitter SFN.

e Ratcliffe Tower
e \Werneth Low

We carried out an extensive plotting exercise considering a variety of transmitter site
scenarios to provide maximum population and geographic coverage while being cognisant
of not extending too far into other neighbouring polygons. The conclusion of this exercise
led to the identification of 2 sites as the ideal combination as follows:

Ratcliffe Tower is currently used as the main site for the Stockport FM ILR licence, and we
will also use the site to provide good quality coverage in the immediate area around
Stockport. It is also used as the sole site for the Stockport Analogue FM Community Radio
Station.

The Werneth Low transmitter is on high ground and will help boost coverage beyond
Stockport within the wider polygon.

In addition to providing coverage to as much of the polygon as possible, our network has
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been planned to keep overspill to a minimum outside of the licenced area and to help
mitigate any negative effects from ACl to other DAB multiplexes in the area and to other
co-channel multiplex polygons.

We have also identified one further site to the south of the polygon if needed to improve
indoor coverage and sufficient demand is received to suggest commission of a further
transmitter.

While the applicant is a newly established company, it is owned and run by experienced
operators of Radio services and Transmission installations in the Stockport area.

The management of the multiplex, including its technical start-up and liaison with C-DSPs
and DSPs will be contracted to UK DAB Networks, a consultancy and DAB operations
company owned by Ash Elford. Ash has established an enviable reputation as one of the
pioneers of SSDAB. Ash will be responsible for the day-to-day management and strategy of
the multiplex under the supervision of the representatives of the Corporate Directors as
detailed in 3.5. Ash has established UK DAB Networks to provide an effective management
and ownership platform for SSDAB operations.

All credit and finance functions will be managed by the company directly, to ensure it
achieves it aims on benefitting the local community.
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Start-up capital requirements of transmitter and associated equipment will be provided
through loans from our members.

Multiplexing software will be sourced from the world’s leading multiplex software firm
Factum Radioscape. Day to day operating costs will be met through renting capacity on the
multiplex to third parties. Any shortfall/losses will be borne by loans from our
shareholders.

We have budgeted £25000 to cover the capital cost of launching the DAB multiplex and a
further £5000 contingency. Total initial investment of £30,000 and evidence of these
available funds from the members has been provided in Appendix K.

Ash is
one of the UK’s pioneers in SSDAB and has overseen the establishment and successful
operation of the Portsmouth SSDAB trial in addition to turning around the fortunes of
the Glasgow SSDAB trial in to the success it is today.

Pamela Stratton will be responsible as the point of contact with services. Pam has
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been the face of radio services to customers for over 30 years, and this experience
helps provide the multiplex point of contact.

Paul was the
Programme Director for 20 years and has overall responsibility of the stations as
Managing Editor since 2019. Paul was heavily involved in Like Media Group’s other
businesses, which includes technology and a DAB arm. Imagine has utilized Small Scale
DAB on the Manchester trial multiplex for a number of years.

Stephen Bowyer is a software engineer by trade, so will be the first technical point of
contact for customers. This function will bridge the gap between our suppliers and the
multiplex owner / operator, and will operate in a “helpdesk function”. Stephen has
direct experience in the management of the transmission systems for the Ofcom
licensed Community Radio Station at the Radcliffe Tower site.

Stephen Bowyer has been a director of 107.8FM Limited, Stockport’s Community
Radio Station YourFM since January 2018 and prior to that he was a longstanding
volunteer presenter. Stephen acts as the unpaid Manager of the Station and is
responsible for day-to-day operations including the supervision of volunteers,
maintaining the studio equipment and liaising with local stakeholders. His background
in software engineering means that Stephen also monitors and maintains the
transmission equipment in conjunction with the stations Broadcast Engineer.

The member companies of Stockport Community SSDAB Limited have a wide variety of networks in
the broadcasting industry and were in a prime position to identify and contact potential DSP and
CDSP Service Providers.

In addition to correspondence detailed in the Appendices, YourFM was able to use the airwaves and
its large listenership to promote the stations plans to be a full partner in the application to operate
the multiplex for the Stockport polygon to the local community to be served by the Mux.

In addition, although we were aware that stations outside the polygon or on SSDAB trials outside
the polygon were intending to apply for the multiplex themselves, we still approached these
stations to offer them carriage on our multiplex.

Our efforts have been most successful resulting in an over subscription from Service Providers who
support us. We are, however, mindful of Ofcom guidance regarding contracting in advance of the
licensing of the Multiplex. Accordingly, if we are awarded the Multiplex then we will undertake
further publicity to illicit further applications and contact directly any Service Providers who are part
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of an unsuccessful application for the Mux to ensure Fair & Effective Competition on an ongoing
basis. We will then apply equally the draft criteria contained in Appendix B and summarized below.

Stockport Community SSDAB reserve the right to review and enhance the below criteria in
consultation with Ofcom once the MUX licence has been awarded.

Criteria:

1. Capacity on the MUX will normally be awarded on a first-come-first-served basis with a reserve
list being created when capacity is reached.

2. We consider it desirable that there should be a diversity of services present on the Multiplex at all
times and may grant access on that basis. We consider this to be particular relevant to CDSPs, but
not exclusively. Accordingly, it may be appropriate to withhold allocation or reallocation of capacity
for short periods to address diversity amongst services to ensure choice and variety for listeners.

3. Any allocation of capacity is subject to the Service Provider either holding a DSP or CDSP Licence
or being able to demonstrate that they have submitted their application to Ofcom for a DSP or CDSP
Licence.

4. Once the Reserved Capacity spaces have been filled, service providers with CDSP’s will be offered
an unreserved space on the Mux subject to sufficient available capacity in addition to being placed
on a Reserve List for CDSP spaces.
