We have had feedback from a number
of local stations that this shape does not fit with their requirements. Furthermore ONS
data shows Belper and other areas to be far more closely aligned with Alfreton/Ripley.
We therefore are proposing a single site, concentrating on the main conurbation of Derby
only.

No service providers that have spoken to us have indicated that they have any need or
desire to cover Belper. We have attempted to contact stations in those areas who have
indicated they have no desire to cover Derby

Service providers have strongly indicated that they favour the lower carriage costs and
greater assurance of longevity that results from a single site solution. Furthermore our
site right in the City Centre provides maximum indoor portable service in the key city are-
as as opposed to an “out of town” transmitter that may cover the whole polygon.

We also note this polygon is called “Derby” and not “Belper and Derby”, we consider this
means Ofcom recognise Belper is a less significant part of the area.

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During the application stage we have been attempting to work with a number of local
partners including Radio Ikhlas and others. However due to them being out of the country
and other such situations, we have been unable to secure them as part of the partner-
ship.

This somewhat delayed us making a public press release, but we have contacted a signifi-
cant number of local radio stations, particularly new local radio stations, and have made
offers to all.

In addition, we contacted a large number of community organisations and relevant indi-
viduals and outlined our proposals. The list of potential service providers above contains
several such organisations who took up a slot following our contact.

Everyone will be paying the published rate card, there will be no discounts, and everyone
interested in going on the multiplex will be welcomed, provided there is capacity.

If the reserved capacity is full then a CDSP may either go on a waiting list or pay the com-
mercial DSP rates and go on the unreserved capacity (if there is space).

All of the CDSPs indicated in the list in 4.4 may have our preferential CDSP rate, even if it
means the reserved capacity is over-subscribed, we will effectively honour CDSP rates on
the unreserved capacity. However if these stations should at some point in the future
stop broadcasting then they (or new CDSP stations) will only be able to get the preferen-
tial rates if there is space within the reserved capacity.

We will be delighted to take any potential service providers onto the multiplex, even if
they are supporting another bid. We have not filled the multiplex yet.

If we are successful in our application
If we are successful, we will attempt to fill the multiplex in the following order:-

1: We will contact each service provider who has contacted us directly prior to the date of
award and make an offer of carriage

2: We will then contact any service providers readily identifiable from any other potential
bid for this area, making offers of carriage

3: We will then make offers to service providers who contact us after the license offer
from Ofcom.

If during any one of these three stages the multiplex becomes full, we will allow the ser-
vices who contacted us first onto the multiplex. We will continue to contact services in
the above order, but instead place the services onto a waiting list, such that should a ser-
vice fail to materialise by time of launch or a service leave the multiplex then there is an
opportunity for all to be able to broadcast.
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If the multiplex becomes “full” and there is no more capacity to accommodate any fur-
ther services

If the multiplex becomes full, we will operate a waiting list. We will also approach all ser-
vices on the multiplex asking if they would like to voluntarily reduce their occupied bi-
trate, in order to accommodate more services.

If there is a waiting list, we will favour services which cater for audiences unserved by the
existing services carried on the multiplex, in order to provide maximum benefit for the
maximum number of listeners.
