A small-scale radio multiplex
service is the means by which DAB digital radio stations (‘digital sound programme ser-
vices’) are broadcast, and can transmit around ten stereo digital sound programme ser-
vices (or a significantly higher number if the DAB+ standard is utilised). The application
form is divided into two parts — Part A (which we will publish on our website) and Part B
(which will be kept confidential). This document constitutes Part A; Part B of the applica-

tion form is available separately.

Small-scale radio multiplex licences are awarded by Ofcom in a competitive process. Appli-
cations are judged against specified criteria, and Ofcom awards the licence to the applicant
which it considers best meets the criteria.

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We are proposing a two-site SFN to cover the main conurbations of Glenrothes and
Kirkcaldy, taking into account the likely demand for services in this area. Our coverage
proposal provides almost complete coverage for both Glenrothes and Kirkcaldy. The
topology of the area is challenging, and therefore we are not proposing to cover every
urban area within the advertisement for this area. We are keen to ensure that any
multiplex we propose for this region is financially viable and stable, and therefore we
submit the following proposal with that in mind.

Although within the advertised region, we are not proposing to cover the following
primary areas:

e Methil/Leven/Buckhaven: These areas are also contained within the East Fife
advertisement and we have not been able to identify sufficient interest in this area to
justify the inclusion of this region in this application.

e Cowdenbeath/Lochgelly/Ballingry: These areas are also contained within the
Dunfermline and Kinross advertisement region and we have not been able to identify
sufficient interest in this area to justify the inclusion of this region in this application.

If we were successful in this application and were subsequently able to identify interest in
these regions, we would be open to working with those services and Ofcom to modify our
technical plan to include coverage for these areas (should such a modification be
permitted).

We are not proposing to cover any areas situated outside of the advertised region.

Our measured population coverage is 71,543; whilst this only represents 43% of the
advertised area, we believe this proposal is a reasonable balance between local demand
and the financial viability of a SSDAB multiplex in this area.

We have designed our transmission plan in a way that maximizes coverage to the adver-
tised area, while minimizing impact on other potential co-channel multiplexes and incum-
bent operators in the area.

Financial and business plan

the multiplex service.

In order to deliver our transmission network, we estimate a spend of approximately
£15,000. This capital investment is required for the purchase of transmission equipment
required to cover the area and deliver the proposed plan. This value also reflects the de-
creasing cost of small scale DAB transmission equipment.

This equipment includes the transmitters, filters, antennas, associated metal work, and
installation costs (we will manage some of this installation internally in order to reduce
expenses). These costs have been calculated based on the real-world experience of mem-
bers of our applicant body, who have successfully launched the North Birmingham SSDAB
multiplex and are involved in hardware purchases in preparation for launch of the Dudley
and Stourbridge SSDAB multiplex. We are proposing to use the same tried and trusted
equipment at our sites that are being used in the two SSDAB multiplexes in the West Mid-
lands in which Radiofinity Ltd/Dean Kavanagh are involved with the support of (see Part B
and appendices for more detailed technical plans).

It is our proposal to utilise the Optimux multiplexing platform to manage the day-to-day
operations of the multiplex. The subscriptions fees for this service will be sourced from
the carriage fees charged to operators. Dean Kavanagh (Radiofinity Ltd) is the lead devel-
oper for Optimux.

The initial costs associated with setup of the multiplex will be met by capital investments
by the participants (see below) and offset by carriage fees collected during the first
months of operation.

During that time, Switch Ra-
dio has an exemplary track record in compliance and operation of the licences it holds.
Dean has also been an advisor to a number of SSDAB applicants and is involved in a range
of applications across the country. From a technical perspective, Dean has been responsi-
ble for the day to day management of the North Birmingham Small Scale DAB multiplex,
and is the lead developer for Optimux Digital Ltd — a DAB software and development com-
pany which provides multiplexing solutions for a number of SSDAB multiplexes in opera-
tion up and down the country.

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Our applicant body has significant experience in the operation of multiplexes in ways that
are fair and transparent. With the contribution on the applicant body of an existing oper-
ator, we have access to processes, procedures, and experience of running a SSDAB multi-
plex in terms of fair pricing, clear contracts, and open opportunity.

We have contacted a wide array of local services including local CR services, Hospital Ra-
dio services, and online radio services.

During the terms of the licence, we propose to operate a simple rate card, with costing
based on the number of capacity units required. We are proposing to offer a 50% dis-
count to C-DSP services utilising the reserved multiplex capacity. In line with the expecta-
tions of Ofcom and the legislation, we will make our rate card public well in advance of
the launch of the multiplex.

If we are successful in a licence award, we intend to ensure sufficient publicity to allow
for potential service providers to come forward. If we have firm and binding interest from
more services than we can carry, we will select services that provide the best range of
programming from the local area. We will open a public consultation to help us ensure we
meet the needs of the area (members of our applicant body have done something similar
previously to identify the services to carry on their trial SSDAB multiplex).

Once the multiplex is in its licence period, we will assess applications in chronological or-
der. If capacity allows, we expect to accept applications provided they are legitimate and
possess the correct licencing and administrative documentation. However, if multiple en-
quiries arrive in quick succession and we are not able to accommodate them all, we may
select services that better expand the range of programming available to the local area on
the multiplex. We again would reserve the right to garner public opinion on how best to
use the capacity and use this information to help inform our decisions.

We propose to make a clear carriage agreement and make this available for both services
and the public to scrutinise upon request. The terms and conditions in this carriage agree-
ment would apply for all services joining the multiplex at a given time, and we do not pro-
pose to create, modify, or edit these agreements for each service beyond simple ele-
ments such as names, addresses, and technical parameters. Our proposed carriage agree-
ment, as it currently stands is included as Appendix 5 of this application.
