1. Overview 

The purpose of this form 

1.1 You should complete this form if you are applying for a licence to provide a small-scale ra-
dio multiplex service (a ‘small-scale radio multiplex licence’). A small-scale radio multiplex 
service is the means by which DAB digital radio stations (‘digital sound programme ser-
vices’) are broadcast, and can transmit around ten stereo digital sound programme ser-
vices (or a significantly higher number if the DAB+ standard is utilised). The application 
form is divided into two parts – Part A (which we will publish on our website) and Part B 
(which will be kept confidential). This document constitutes Part A; Part B of the applica-
tion form is available separately. 

1.2 Small-scale radio multiplex licences are awarded by Ofcom in a competitive process. Ap-
plications are judged against specified criteria, and Ofcom awards the licence to the applic-
ant which it considers best meets the criteria. 

How to complete the form 

1.3 There are detailed instructions on how to complete this form, and information on the next 
steps in the application process, in our guidance notes for licence applicants and licensees. 
Please read this guidance and the frequently asked questions carefully before completing 
this form.

The Inverclyde SSDAB 'polygon' as advertised by OFCOM is loosely based on the li-
cenced FM coverage area of YOUR Radio, before that station was subsumed by Nation 
Broadcasting.  It's a geographically and topographically diverse area with the three 
main centres of population centered around a giant 'Z' bordering the Firth of Clyde. The 
area is bounded on three sides by mountains and hills, so we are not overally con-
cerned about signal overspill into adjacent areas, with the exception of the east of the 
area which borders onto the Paisley and West Glasgow proposed 'polygon'. We will 
mitigate overspill from the Langbank transmitter by using a directional dipole antenna 
to propogate northwards into the Vale of Leven to cover Alexandria and Dumbarton, 
with the signal not expected to overspill any further eastwards than the Erskine Bridge, 
which was historically the edge of the TSA of YOUR Radio, although there maybe some 
coverage in the Clydebank area of West Dunbartonshire. Langbank has been previ-
ously cleared by OFCOM to site FM transmitters on 103.0FM for YOUR Radio and in 
2019 permission was granted for a Nation Scotland relay on 107.5FM to use this site, 
although neither progressed beyond planning permission stage due to the takeover of 
YOUR Radio by Nation Radio. 

The main transmitter site at Whinhill is an MoD site which we have previously used for 
FM RSL transmissions. Again we will use a directional antenna on this site to ensure 
that coverage of the Faslane naval base situated to the north along the Gare Loch is ro-
bust and this site will also cover Helensburgh and the north side of the Firth of Clyde as 
well as Port Glasgow and Greenock on the south bank. 

A third low power transmitter will be sited in Dunoon to cover the town and Cowal 
peninsula and the 'Tail O' Bank' area of Gourock around to Wemyss Bay on the south 
bank of the Firth, which is in the shadow of the site at Whinhill and would not other-
wise be covered. 

The original application by UK DAB Networks Ltd for the Inverclyde licence in Round 1 
of the SSDAB rollout proposed to use the main mast at Rosneath, however as an Arqiva 
site, we decided that the single annual cost of this site was prohibitive, and we are able 
to provide three sites on an annual cost lower than the single Arqiva site. 

From our population coverage plots prepared by Digris Ltd we estimate that we will 
serve a population at the 63db level of 120,745 being  84.7% of the proposed 'polygon' 
area. We do not specifically intend to serve any area east of the Erskine Bridge, al-
though there may be some intermittant outdoor reception as far as Glasgow Airport. 
We estimate overspill at 63db into a small area around Clydebank with a population of 
9,921 which is well below the 30% population overspill limit set by OFCOM.
