As seen from the coverage map, we are attempting to closely match the advertised poly-
gon. Due to terrain it is not cost-effective to serve Chigwell and Buckhurst Hill and we be-
lieve this will be well served from the North London area. The same applies to Grays,
which is likely to be well served from South London.

However, if the successful applicant for North/South London does not cover Chig-
well/Buckhurst Hill/Grays, we would be happy to cover these areas.

We have tried to maintain the transmitter powers low noting the frequency constraints in
this round, but also with increased power could service these 3 areas

We have attempted to reduce overspill to the minimum — we believe that our proposed
population is very similar to that advertised.
