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ICNIRP Measurement Report

This report presents the results of measurements of electromagnetic field emission levels in the
vicinity of mobile base stations. Results are presented as percentages of the power density reference
levels for general public exposure in the 1998 edition of the Guidelines published by the
International Commission on Non-lonizing Radiation Protection (ICNIRP)?, with figures provided for
individual frequency bands used for base station (downlink) transmissions as well as an overall figure
for all other frequency bands between 420 MHz to 6 GHz. The total percentage equals the sum of all
individual percentages.

The power density reference levels in the ICNIRP Guidelines are the root mean square (rms) values
averaged over six minutes. In this report, we have measured the average E-field strength over a six-
minute period in each measurement location.

We have applied a measurement threshold of 3dB above the system noise floor” of the
measurement equipment, below which any E-field strength levels measured are deemed not
sufficiently above the system noise floor to be valid. In the results tables below, measurement
results are shown to a precision of four decimal places. Results which are not sufficiently above the
system noise floor to record as a valid measurement are shown as a dash (-). Results which are too
small to register to four decimal places are shown as 0.0000%.
